Access to mental health care can mean the difference between
hope and despair. As more Santa Barbara County residents are being
diagnosed with depression and serious mental illness, the Women's
Fund remains a vital partner. Since 2004, we have contributed over
$2 million toward mental health assistance. In 2025, we provided a
two-year, $150,000 grant to New Beginnings Counseling Center to
expedite its client intake process, serving more patients and reducing
wait times for approximately 860 clients annually.

Santa Barbara County continues to have a critical shortage of
childcare, a need that the Women's Fund has been committed to
addressing through numerous grants. In 2025, we awarded a $200,000
two-year grant to Children’s Resource and Referral. This funding
allows them to expand their childcare licensing program, guiding 60
women as they launch licensed in-home childcare centers. Not only
does this create quality, affordable childcare for up to 480 children
in our underserved communities, but it also provides stable jobs for
the caregivers.
